Assignments and Grading Policy

You will be graded on a variety of assignments:  oral presentations, essays and / or compositions, homework from the workbook as well as  exercises online,   tests and / or quizzes,  projects,  and performance based assessments.  I will post a weekly agenda with assignments and activities for each day of the week in Google Classroom and my website as well as Aeries.  Please check Aeries every day to keep tabs on how well you are doing in class.  Your homework assignments should take no more than 20 to 30 minutes a day to complete.    Make sure your assignments are completed by the due date in Google Classroom as they will be checked.  Each homework assignment is worth 10 points.  You are required to turn in (in Google Classroom) neat, professional looking work.  You will be given a vocabulary and grammar quiz on the material covered each week.  These quizzes will assess your ability to use the material you have learned in an authentic manner in context.  Quizzes are worth 40-50 points.   Every two weeks you will create a skit for an oral presentation.  (These skits will be recorded and turned in to Google Classroom.  Oral presentations are worth 30 to 40 points.  A culminating project will be given at the end of each chapter so you can demonstrate your skills and “show off”.  These projects are worth 100 points and are internet based.  Tests, quizzes, and projects are worth 50% of your grade.  Class participation is worth 20%, homework and classwork is worth 15% and the final exam is worth 15% of your grade.    

Class participation is very important in a World Language class, so you will be given ample opportunity to practice and use Spanish in an authentic manner every day.  Each day you will be given collaborative activities that will give you the opportunity to work with two or more students and converse in Spanish.  These activities will be done in break out sessions during our Meets.  Whatever you learn in class, you will have to use in order to converse with me and with your classmates.  You will use Spanish as much as
possible in our virtual classroom  or outside the classroom.  This will help authenticate and give meaning to what you are learning.  You will receive extra credit points toward class participation whenever you use Spanish outside of class and regularly in class.  You will also learn about different cultures of different Spanish speaking countries which will make the language come alive for you and broaden your horizons.

If you have any difficulty with any of the material presented in class and need further assistance, I will have tutorial on Wednesdays. I will also touch base with you on a more individual basis to see how you are coming along and whether you need help with the material. I am more than willing to give tutorials to help you have a better understanding of the concepts and make progress.
